7. In each step, do not tighten bolts/screws completely until all bolts/screws are lined up and tightened 80% 
separately. Do not over tighten bolts/screws to avoid stripping.

8. Do not stand on the product. Do not use the product as a step ladder.

9. This product is intended for indoor, household use, please do not put it outdoors.
