Step 3

Keep the TOP(A) inverted on the clean surface and bottom facing the top 
then put  the connected LEGS(B) on TOP (A) as shown above and affix 
with Allen Bolt (①),washer(②) and Allen Key (③)      

Place the LEG(B) straight onto a clean, soft surface to avoid any 
scratches or damages to the product then align the SUPPORT(C) with 
designated point at top back side of LEG(B) then secure with Allen Bolt 
(①) and Allen Key (③). Repeat the same process with other support by
placing on front side and center of back side and affix it by using Allen
Bolt (①) and Allen Key (③).as shown above
DO NOT FULLY TIGHTHEN ALLEN BOLT.

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Step 4

Place the Desk on a LEVEL SURFACE.
Inspect it and make sure all parts are adequately 
connected.

Turn the Desk in a synchronised manner.

CAUTION 1: When tightening these Bolts, tightenCAUTION 1: When tightening these Bolts, tighten
sequentially.
DO NOT tighten any Bolts fully and then towards the next 
one. 
This would cause the frame to warp.
If there is still wobbles, loosen the Bolts and execute this 
same process.
WARNING!! IF DESK IS NOT STABLE , IT COULD LEAD 
TO DAMAGING THE PRODUCT.
Ensure all bolts are fully locked into position.
The Desk is ready to be used.
CAUTION 2: This Desk can only be used on a flat, level 
surface.
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● Do not clean furniture with harsh cleansers or polish.
