Rinse After Use: After each shower, rinse the base with warm water to remove 
any soap residue and prevent buildup.

Maintaining an acrylic shower base is relatively easy and can help prolong its lifespan 
while keeping it looking good. Here are some effective maintenance tips:

CARE & MAINTACE

1. Regular Cleaning:

Squeegee After Use: Use a squeegee to wipe down the walls and shower base 
after each use. This can help minimize water spots, soap scum, and mineral 
deposits.

Dry the Area: After squeegeeing, use a soft towel to dry the surface if possible, 
reducing the moisture that promotes soap scum and mold.

2. Preventing Soap Scum and Hard Water Stains:

Baking Soda Paste: For tough stains, create a paste with baking soda and water, 
apply it to the stain, let it sit for a few minutes, and then gently scrub with a soft 
cloth or sponge.

Vinegar Solution: A mixture of equal parts water and white vinegar can help 
remove hard water stains.
