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VERY IMPORTANT!! 

Caring for the Fabric on Upholstered Furniture: 
-Frequent vacuuming of lhe enUre upholstered area will prevent dust lrom setting 
into !he fibers. 

-Prolesslonal cleaning Is always recommended for all uphotste,ed pieces. 
...Always pre-test a small area of fabric in an inconspicuous area when cleaning 
betore proceeding 

-Do not use cleaning products containing brightening agents. 

Marble Top Maintenance; 
Marble may be stone, but it is porous stone and can stain easily. Treating marble 
surfaces the same as wood sur1aces Is a grea1 rule or thumb. 
-It is recommended to seal tho tops on a regular basls(eve,y 6 to 12 months). 
A good Quallty stone sealer can be purchased from any tiles/stone &tore or any 
homecare store and 1hould be applied according to the manufacturer' s 
recommendation. 

-When sealed properly, marble tops can be used Indoors and ouldoors and can 
wJthstand any weather condlllons except inlornal freezing Snow or lreeilng rain 
will penetrate lhe table and cause cracks 

Grartite Top Maintenance: 
The surface of lhe granite on your table has been polished or seated to create a 
goneralty non-porous surface. The stone has many natural characteristics 
incfudfng: veining, haJrline cracxs, and color variations-which make up the stone's 
be1u1y. 
To maintain lhe beauty of your granite: 
-Protect surfaces from scratching, staining and etching by 

·Keeping them free ol debris or sharp objects 
·wiping up spills Immediately 
• Avoiding contact wilh chemicals(parucularfy ac.ci-- based materials) 

-Clean wilh pH neutral products or those especially formula led tor use on Slone. 
-It is not recommended to use a water -based solvent tor datJc granite as II will 
remove the polish from the surface 

-A Her a perio,c;I ol use, apply a penetrating sealer to prevent contaminants lrom be log 
absorbed into the stone. 

-Remove .stains with special absorbent poulhces tormulatod for use on Slone. 
·Aenew the surface on polished granite (granite wllh a high gloss &urface)by buffing 
with spe-cial stone pohsh, powder or cream 
Do not use granite polish on g,anite with a matte finJsh, which has been honed 
rather than polished.(Penetraling sealer may be used on both polished and honed 
granite.) 

High Gloss Resin Table Maintenance: 
-Resin tabletops have approximately 1/8 .. ot a resin coat on the 
top face of the table, which w,11 resist ice, water, wtne, liquor, food, 
cleaning fluids, and warm or hot liquids; however, cups, glasses, 
etc. containing hot hQuids should not be left on the table without a 
coaster for protection. 

-Resin tabletops will scratch jusl the same as any other glossy 
surt,ce and basic precautions 1houtd be taken. 

-For tasting shine. the resin teble should be waxed wilh a car wax 
that does not contain sill con. Maintaining 1hls wax bulld-up will 
result in a high gloss &hlne 

-When wiping down the table, a soft, clean rag should be used. 
Do not use a heavy paper. 

Wood Furniture Maintenance: 
-Always dust, wipe, and clean with the grain of the wood 

Oust with a soft cloth. Oust will scratch the furniture surface if 
not removed property. 

-use the same type ot poUsh conslstently as inte,changing oll­ 
based and wal(-basect polls hes will cause a build-up a net result 
In a foggy or cloudy appearance. ' 

-If a pollsf'led surface becomes foggy. rub ll with a clolh dipped 
In a solution of one tablespoon vinegar lo one quart of water. 
Rub soflly wilh the grain untll the surface is completely dry. 

-So&p and water are not advisable for wood surfaces. Water 
can penetrate the finish and raise the grain on wood .causing 
damage. 

-Remember to change dusting cloths frequently as dirty clolhs 
may scratch your lurnilure·s eurtaee. 
The Enemies ot Wood: 

-Molsluro is wood's worst enemy. Liquid spills should be gently 
wiped up immodialely. Coasters should be used under all 
beverages. 

-Do nol eucw rubber or vinyl metertets 10 lie on the lurnl1ure. 
Chemicals in rubber may leave a stair> .Pul a s1rip ot felt or 
lealher under accessories that have rubber or vinyl. 

-Heat creates a chemical change in the furniture' s finish.which 
results in a white spot. Use protective pads under hot dishes, 
appliances, etc. 

-Sunlighl's ultraviolet rays can damage the finish ol 1urnilure. 
Do not place furniture direcUy aigalnst a heater or radiator and 
do not place in Iha path of hot streams of air trom central heating. 
This will cause extreme localized drying of the wood 

Your furniture purchase is an investment .Furniture can last lifetimes, with a minimal amount of effort. 
Here are a few tips to properly care for your furniture, ensuring that it looks great year after year.
