This Dog bed has multiple parts and may require up to 1 minutes to
assemble. To give you an overview of the Dog bed parts, the above
picture is to help you put the various parts into perspective. Please
read through the instructions below to familiarise yourself with the
parts and steps before assembly.

Frame(A)

Wooden Leg(C)
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Place the Frame(A), and Wooden Legs(C) on a clean, non-marring
surface.

Step 2

Screw the Wooden Leg(C) to the Frame(A) and gently tighten the
legs.

Step 3

Repeat the same process with the remaining Legs.
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Step 4 If wobble

Test again

Place the Dog bed on a flat surface to test for wobbles.

If it wobbles lift the Dog bed 30-50cm high off the ground, keep your
feet clear of the drop zone, and proceed to drop the Dog bed with
all four legs hitting the ground at the same time.

This process will help remove any gaps from the parts.
