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PREPARATION

Before beginning assembly of product, make sure all parts are present. Compare parts with package contents list and
hardware contents list. If any part is missing or damaged, do not attempt to assemble the product.
Estimated Assembly Time: 30 minutes.

1.Separate the Mounting Plate(A) from the Canopy(D)by removing the Canopy Nuts(E).

2.Insert the fixture wires through the Short Tube(J),Short Tube w/teeth(l),Long Tube(H),Hook(F) and Canopy(D).
Rotate each part clockwise till tight.
3.Hang the Hook(F) into the loop of the Canopy(D).

4. Attach the Mounting Plate (A) onto the J-box and secure it by turning the Mounting Screws (C)
