uneven wall surface. Silicone all plugs and unused conduit entries.

MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS:

U-BRACKET INSTRUCTIONS: FIG.1
1. Mount the U-bracket to desired surface with (2) #5/16-18 screws
(provided) and make wire connections as needed

SLIP-FITTER MOUNT INSTRUCTIONS: FIG.2

1. Remove slipfitter cover and connect leads (see wiring diagram)
2. Push wires into slipfitter and re-attach cover

3. Place slip-fitter over 2 3/8 tennon and tighten with (4) set-screws
(provided)

4. To aim, loosen bolt on slip fitter and set at desire rotation, then
tighten bolt securely.

OPTIONAL COVER INSTALLATION: FIG. 3
1. PC cover, wire guard, and glare shield can be attached with (4)
8-32 screws to door frame

AIMING SETUP:

Rotate fixture in horizontal plane to desired areas to be illuminated.
Secure in position with locknut set vertical aiming by loosening bolt.
Aim fixture at desired angle and securely re-tighten bolt.

CLEANING & MAINTENANCE:

1. Clean glass lens &fixture with non-abrasive glass cleaning solution.

2. Do not open fixture to clean the LED. Do not touch the LED.

TROUBLESHOOTING:
1. Check that the line voltage at fixture is correct.

2. Is there voltage at the lamp fixture wires? If there is no voltage, check all
connections.

3. Ensure that the fixture is grounded properly.
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
