Place Bolt Caps(®) on all Bolts(®) and Bolts(®); and Nut Caps(®) on Nuts(®).
Tie the Pillow(E) to the Basket as pictured above.

Place the Cushion(F) on the Basket.

Your Basket is ready for use.
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Lift the Basket and hang the Iron Chain on the Spring of the Hanging Chair Base.

Use the Safety Strip to lock up the middle rattan warp at the bottom of the Basket as shown
above.

Screw up the Carabiner to secure the Basket.

Note: This Step should be completed with 2 adults.
