4 Situate your appliance according to the Safety
Instructions section.

Turning the Unit ON or OFF

A CAUTION: Ensure that the water tank is firmly
secured in position before turning the appliance on.

4 To use the appliance, begin by plugging the
adaptor into the corresponding jack at the back
of the unit, and the plug into a compatible mains
socket, ensuring the socket switch is in the ON
position. There will be a sound prompt and the
Power On/Off key will illuminate.

4 Once the unit is plugged in, press the Power On/
Off key to turn the unit on. The control panel will
illuminate and the unit’s LED display will show the
unit is in Strong mode.

4 Press the Power On/Off key again while the unit
is in operation to turn it off. The control panel will
go out and the unit will stop operating after a few
seconds. Alternatively, pull the adaptor out of its
jack at the back of the unit to cut off power to the
dehumidifier.

Mode Selection

4 This unit is equipped with a choice of three

operational modes: Strong, Automatic and Sleep.

- In Strong mode, the unit will automatically
operate in the high fan setting for strong
dehumidification

- In Sleep mode, the unit will operate at a low fan
setting, the water tank light will be turned off
and the control panel display will be dimmed.

- In Automatic mode, humidity levels can be set,
for automatic continuous dehumidification.

4 Press the Mode selection key to cycle between
the Strong and Sleep modes. The corresponding
indicator will light up on the unit’s control panel.

4 Alternatively, press the Automatic mode key
to select Automatic mode. The corresponding
indicator will light up on the unit's control panel.

Setting the Humidity

Humidity levels for the unit can be set to between 40
and 70 percent when operating on Automatic mode.
The unit will then automatically dehumidify to the
selected level.

4 Press the Automatic mode key to cycle through
and select the desired humidity level for the unit.
The currently selected humidity level will flash
for 2 seconds, then the display will revert back to
showing the current room humidity.

Setting the Timer

This unit is equipped with a timer, allowing for up to
48 hours of continuous operation.

4 Touch the Timer key once to activate the Timer
selection mode. The ‘H’ indicator will light up on
the unit’s control panel.

4 When the Timer function is active, repeatedly
touch the Timer key on the unit’s control panel to
cycle through and select the available timers, as
follows: Oh-2h-4h-8h-12h-18h-24h-36h-48h-OFF.

4 Once a timer option is selected, the unit will
automatically operate for the selected period of
time, then turn itself off when it elapses.

Turning the LED Effect On and Off

This unit is equipped with a manually adjustable LED

effect.

4 The top light and the multi-coloured LED effect will
automatically light up when the unit is turned on.

4 Press the Light mode selection key once to turn
the top light off. The LED effect will remain lit.

4 Press this key a second time to turn the LED
effect off and the top light back on.

4 Press this key a third time to turn both lights off.

Note: Pressing the Mode key at any time to select

Sleep mode will turn the light effects off. Pressing

this key again will reset the light effects back to the

default setting.




Note: The LED effect automatically cycles through
the available colours. This effect cannot be paused
or changed, and the LED colours cannot be
manually selected.

Connecting to WiFi/Downloading The App

4 To start using the ‘BLACK+DECKER Home’ app,
begin by downloading it from the Apple App store
or the Google Play store. Scan the QR Codes
shown below to download the app directly from
either store.

4 Follow the instructions in the app to create an
account and connect the dehumidifier to a WiFi
network.

Note: Other app and device instructions are also
available in the app.

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Connecting the App to the Unit

@ 4 Install the “BLACK+DECKER Home” app and

create a user account, as detailed above.

4 Plug the appliance in and press and hold the
Mode button for 3 seconds. The WiFi indicator
will illuminate and begin to flash to show the unit
is pairing.

4 Place the appliance within 5 metres of your router.

4 As long as the power is turned on and the mode
button has been pressed and held for 3 seconds,
the Wifi indicator flashes. If there is no network
configuration after 3 minutes, the status will be
cancelled and the indicator light will go out. If
you need to re-connect to WIFI, long press the
Timer key for 5 seconds to start the network
configuration. The WIFI indicator will flash again.

WIFI Connection

The unit can be connected to WiFi in two different

ways.

Method 1/Bluetooth Connection

4 Activate the Bluetooth function in the
corresponding smart device.

4 When the WIFI indicator flashes, open the
‘BLACK+DECKER Home’ app. The unit will
automatically connect to the device via Bluetooth.
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Method 2

4 When the WIFI indicator flashes, select ‘Add
Device~ Home Appliances’-'Dehumidifer’, and
follow the instructions on the display.

4 Check the status of the WIFI indicator and choose
the correct status.

4 |f the WIFI indicator flashes rapidly, the unit can
be connected to Bluetooth directly.

¢ If the WIFI indicator flashes slowly, press
“Connect” to connect to the WIFI network named
‘BLACK+DECKER Home'.

Configuring Different SSD Bands for 2.4GhZ
and 5GhZ

4 If your router supports both the 2.4 GHz and 5
GHz bands, but only one Wi-Fi name is displayed
on the Wi-Fi search page of your mobile phone,
perform these steps:

1. Go to the Wireless page of the router. (The entry
address is usually provided on the label attached
to the back of the router).

2. Go to the 2.4 GHz setting page, and set the Wi-Fi
name (SSID) to XXX—2.4G, where xxx indicates
the Wi-Fi name. Save setting. @

3. Go to the 5 GHz setting page, and set the Wi-Fi
name (SSID) to XXX—5G, where xxx indicates
the Wi-Fi name. Save setting.

4 When the preceding settings are complete, the
new Wi-Fi names will Appear on the Wi-Fi settings
page of your mobile phone.

Note: After the Wi-Fi names are changed, you
need to reconnect the devices that use this wireless
router. The password remains the same if it has not
been changed.
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Using the App

Once the app is downloaded, carry out the following

steps to control the unit remotely through the

corresponding smart device.

4 Tap the Power On/Off key on the app’s main
screen to turn the unit On or Off.

Cleaning and maintenance

AWARNING: DO NOT IMMERSE THE UNIT,
POWER CORD OR PLUG IN WATER OR ANY
OTHER LIQUID.

AWARNING: Before cleaning and maintenance,
switch the appliance off, unplug the adaptor from the
appliance and remove the adaptor from the mains
socket, to prevent electric shock.

4 DO NOT immerse any part of the appliance,
power cord or plug in liquids.

4 Use a soft damp cloth to wipe the outer casing.
Avoid using detergent, spray or chemicals as
these may cause damage to the appliance.

4 Use a dry cloth to wipe the control panel. DO NOT
use water on the control panel.

4 Clean the water tank with a soft cloth. DO NOT
use an abrasive brush, as this might scratch the
surface.

4 Dry the water from inside the float. DO NOT take
the float assembly apart.

4 Once the tank has been cleaned, allow it to dry
thoroughly before refitting it into the unit.

Note: DO NOT repair or disassemble the unit. In
@ the unlikely event of the appliance developing a fault
seek advice from the manufacturer.

Removing and Cleaning the Water Tank

This unit is equipped with a removable water tank,

for ease of cleaning.

4 To clean the water tank, pull it out of the
appliance, as shown in the figure below.

4 Once the water tank is detached from the unit,
pull the top out of the tank, as shown in the figure
below.

4 Empty the water tank and clean it with a soft,
damp cloth and some mild detergent. Leave to dry
thoroughly.

4 Once the water tank is fully dry, place the lid back
onto it and place it back into the unit.

Note: Ensure the water tank is firmly secured before

attempting to use the unit, as the dehumidifier will

not work otherwise.

Removing and Replacing the Filter

This unit is equipped with a replaceable HEPA filter.

4 To replace the filter, open the filter cover, as
shown in the figure below, and pull out the HEPA
filter.

4 Replace the HEPA filter, then place it back into the
filter compartment and replace the filter cover, as
shown in the figure below.

4 The unit is now ready for normal use.

Note: It is recommended that the HEPA filter

be replaced approximately every six months.
