This Sofa has multiple parts and may require up to 30 minutes to assemble. To give you an overview of the
Sofa parts, the above picture is to help you put the various parts into perspective. Please read through the
instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts and steps before assembly.

Open the carton and place all the parts onto a clean, non-marring surface.
Place the Backrest(A) on its side, then align the Seat(B) to the Backrest(A) as
pictured above.

This step should have a partner to accomplish together.
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Attach Backrest(A) to Seat(B) using Bolts(®2), Washers(®) with Box Wrench(®).
Tighten Bolts fully in a sequential manner after all Bolts are in place.

Step 3

Stand the Sofa upright.

Put the Seat Cushion(C) & Back Pillow(D) on the Sofa.
Your Sofa is ready for use.
