
3. 	 Attach the box to the pole with the 		
	 four included  7/16” bolts, washers 	  
	 and nuts using your 7/16” Socket or 		
	 Crescent Wrench.  Please Note: 		
	 make sure both doors are in the lock 	
	 positon, that way the doors will not 		
	 swing and damage the finish of 		
	 the doors. This can happen when 		
	 installing the pole into the ground.	
	

1. 	 Insert brackets to line up with  
 	 the side holes.	

2. 	 Use the Four Screws to attached to  
	 the pole.

Please Note: When choosing a location, make sure 
sprinklers do not directly spray into the box. The box 
has a water sealing gasket to protect the elements, 
but not with a direct sprinkler spray. Also, well water 
spray and placement under deciduous trees may 
permanently discolor the box.

Tools Needed: 
1. 	 1  7/16” Socket or Crescent Wrenches 
2. 	 Level 
3. 	 Shovel or Post Hole Digger 
4. 	 50 lbs. of concrete mix. Quickrete works great. 
5. 	 Garden hose with water source for concrete.

Warranty

4. 	 Place Pole with box attached in hole, and place level 	
	 on top of the box. Level from front to back & side to side. 

5. 	 Follow the manufacturer’s instructions for mixing the 	
	 concrete and fill the hole, checking the level and adjust 	
	 as needed. Allow to set for 24 hours.
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
