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Assembly and Installation

Preparethe Fixture

NOTE: First, turn off the electricity!

If you are replacing an existing fixture, disconnacd remove the
old fixture. Expose the supply wiring from the @ttbox.

If your fixture is supplied with a threaded nipplscrew the
nipple three (3) complete turns into the mountiracket and lock into
place with a hex nut. If your fixture is suppliedtlwmachine screws,
thread the machine screws into the ceiling (oppasie from the green
ground screw) of the mounting bracket. Lock the mrae screws into

place with hex nutgzasten the mounting bracket to the outlet box using

the two outlet box screws

Attach grounding wire (green or bare copper) frbw supply cir-
cuit to the mounting bracket with the green grongdattachment screw
provided. Some models have a grounding wire atthth¢he fixture.
For models that use a green or bare copper grogndie, it will be
necessary to connect the green or bare groundirgtevthe grounding
conductor of the supply circuit. Attach all groumgliconductors to the
mounting bracket with the green grounding attachiraerew

Electrical Connections

Connect the white wire(s) from the fixture to thkite wire of the
supply circuit.

Connect the black wire(s) from the fixture to thadk wire of the
supply circuit.

Use U.L listed wire connectors suitable for theestgpe, and
number of conductor

Final Assembly

Spread the electrical splices so that the blacksaére on one side
of the outlet box and the white wires are on tleepside.

Place fixture against mounting surface, allowing ttreaded nip-
ple or machine screws to pass through the covés.dcure with
mounting nut or acorn nuts. For fixtures with chalnshape mounting
bracket, place the cover plate over the channebkandre with screws
provided.

Install the appropriate lightbulbs for the fixtuemnd attach the
shade to the fixture. Some shades require thefusdeade attachment
screws. Do not over-tighten these screws — too muessure could
cause glass breakage. Restore electricity, ank¢hewperation of
your new lighting fixture.

CAUTION: Refer to the relamping label located near the lasigsr
for recommended maximum wattage. DO NOT EXCEED maoend-
ed wattage.
