Assembly Steps

Step 1

Unpack all components carefully from the package. Put the
Fire Pit Body on a hard, level and non-combustible surface.
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Insert Bowl Handles into the holes on the inside Fire Bowl
wall.as depicted in the picture

Step 3

Put the Fire Bowl into the Fire Pit opening as shown in step 3
above. Make sure it sits evenly in the frame housing.

Step 4

Take out the Handles after the Fire Bowl is placed inside the
Fire Pit Main Housing,Place the Log Grill into the Fire Bowl.
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Step 5

Put the Spark Safeguard Screen onto the top opening of the
Fire Pit Body and make sure it sits into it evenly.The Firepit is

ready for use.

CAUTION: Firepit will become hot during use and remain hot after
use.

As the firepit is hot during or after using, Please do not touch it!

Questions & Answers about Proposition 65

» What is Proposition 657

Proposition 65 requires businesses to provide warnings to Californians about significant exposures to
chemicals that cause cancer, birth defects or other reproductive harm. These chemicals can be in the
products that Californians purchase, in their homes or workplaces, or that are released into the
environment. By requiring that this information be provided, Proposition 65 enables Californians to
make informed decisions about their exposures to these chemicals.

Proposition 65 also prohibits California businesses from knowingly discharging significant amounts of
listed chemicals into sources of drinking water.

Proposition 65 requires California to publish a list of chemicals known to cause cancer, birth defects or
other reproductive harm. This list, which must be updated at least once a year, has grown to include
approximately 900 chemicals since it was first published in 1987.

» What types of chemicals are on the Proposition 65 list?

The list contains a wide range of naturally occurring and synthetic chemicals that include additives or
ingredients in pesticides, common household products, food, drugs, dyes, or solvents. Listed
chemicals may also be used in manufacturing and construction, or they may be byproducts of chemical
processes, such as motor vehicle exhaust.

* What does a warning mean?

If a warning is placed on a product label or posted or distributed at a workplace, a business, or in rental
housing, the business issuing the warning is aware or believes that it is exposing individuals to one or
more listed chemicals.

By law, a warning must be given for listed chemicals unless the exposure is low enough to pose no
significant risk of cancer or is significantly below levels observed to cause birth defects or other
reproductive harm.

Do not touch any part of the appliance
until it is completely cooled down. Never
touch the ashes to see if they are hot.
Use long, sturdy fire pit tools to add or
move logs, including to take away the
safeguard spark screen and replace it.
Never leave a lit fire pit unattended.
Children should be carefully
supervised where they are
anywhere near the Fire pit.
Clothing or other flammable materials
should NOT be hung from the appliance,
or place on or near the appliance.

Do NOT attempt to move or store this
outdoor fire pit until the appliance is
completely cooled down.

Do NOT move ashes until they are
completely and fully extinguished.

Do NOT add additional firewood
until the fire burns down.

Burning must be inside the metal
bowl. Never burn firewood on the
faux stone fire pit body, otherwise
it would destroy the appliance.

Do NOT put any hot part of the fire
pit onto combustible surfaces such
as grass, wooden deck or furniture.
All above must be exactly followed.
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Operating Instructions:

Before using this outdoor fire pit, make sure you
have read, understood and are following all
information provided on page 1 of this manual.
Failure to follow those instructions can cause
death, serious injury or property damage.

Lighting:

1. Make sure there is only a small amount of ash
(1/2%o thick) at the bottom of the metal bowl.

2. Place a layer of dry kindling or a natural
firestarter onto the center of the log rack.

3. Place above that layer the dry seasoned hardwood
that is cut to lengths no more than 12%e.

4. Use a match to light kindling or firestarter.

5. Replace the safeguard spark screen when
the kindling or firestarter is lit.

Tending the Fire

You may need to shift and/or add logs for an
ideal experience.

Reminders:

¥ Always wear protective gloves or a pot
holder when tending a fire.

# Wait until glowing wood have developed
before adding any additional wood.

¥ Do NOT add gasoline, kerosene, diesel fuel, lighter

fluid or alcohol to relight or enhance an existing fire.

1. Use a long handled fire pit tool to carefully
take away the spark screen.

2. Use the long handled fire pit tool to shift the
logs to allow additional airflow.

3. If additional wood is required, place wood on top
of the burning log. Be careful not to shift ashes.

4. Replace the safeguard spark screen.

Extinguishing
1. Allow fire to burn itself out.
2. Do NOT use water to extinguish as this is dangerous

and can cause damage to this outdoor fire pit.

Maintenance Instructions:

Inspecting

This outdoor fire pit should be inspected on a regular
basis to ensure product safety and longer product life.

Check all parts to make sure they are secure.

Cleaning

This outdoor fire pit should be cleaned on a regular basis
to promote safer experiences and longer product life.

Note: After repeated use, a slight discoloration of
the finish may occur.

Reminders:

¥ Do NOT attempt to clean this outdoor fire pit
until the fire is COMPLETELY out.

# Do NOT use oven cleaner or abrasive
cleaners as they will damage this product.

¥ Do NOT clean any part of this outdoor fire pit in a
self-cleaning oven as it may damage the finish.

1. Wipe exterior surfaces of the metal parts with
a mild dishwashing detergent or baking soda.

2. For stubborn surfaces on the metal parts, use a
citrus based degreaser and a nylon scrubbing brush.

3. Rinse clean on the metal with water.

4. Use a soft dry brush to wipe away the dust on
the faux stone fire pit body. Never use water or
other liquids to clean the faux stone top.

Storage

Do NOT move or store this outdoor fire pit until
the fire is COMPLETELY out.

1. Once the fire is out, logs are cold and
outdoor fire pit is cool to the touch, remove
ashes and properly dispose.

2. Store assembled in a location away from
children and pets.

Note: If you do not use a cover, store this outdoor
fire pit in a dry location free from rain.
