2. Using a sharp knife, cut the food (bread or similar cakes and pastries) in slices of even
thickness and appropriate size: max. 12 x 12CM, 1/2 to 2.4CM thick. Try to get a
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freshness to ensure even toasting.
6. When toasting two slices of bread, place one slice in the center of each bread slot.
7. When toasting one slice of bread, place the slice in the center of either bread slot.

To Toast Your Bagel:

1. Insert the bagel into the bread slots.

2. Set the desired darkness with the darkness knob control.

3. Press the Bread Lever down until it locks. Then the power indicator of the button
illuminates (CANCEL button).

4. Press the Bagel button. The Bagel light will illuminate to indicate your selection.

After the desired level of darkness has been reached, the food will pop up

automatically. The Bread Lever will return to the up position and the indicator lights

will turn off.

To Toast Frozen Food:
The Defrost function first thaws out the bread and then toasts it, which means that the
thawing cycle lasts somewhat longer than the normal toasting cycle.

Toast is the default setting if no food or function select buttons are chosen.

Press the CANCEL button. The toaster will stop toasting immediately and the food will
pop up automatically.
