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Step 3: Open the doors, attach the Tabletop (A) to the Body (B) with Hex bolts (H1) and Washers (H2) by Allen key
(H5) as shown in picture below.

Step 4: Attached the Legs(E) to the bottom of the Body (B) with Hex bolts (H6&H7) by Allen key (H5) , and insert
the Foot pads (H3) to the Legs (E)
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Step 5: Insert the metal pins (H4) on left&Right panel as below left photo shows. Place the Shelf (C) inside as shown
in picture below.
