1. Align the headboard legs
(#2) to the holes along the
back of the headboard (#1).
Note, right and left is
determined by facing the
front of the headboard (#1).

2. Prepare 6 bolt assemblies
by inserting a lock washer
(#B) onto the bolt (#A) then
a flat washer (#C) onto that
same bolt (#A). Insert 3 bolts
into each leg and secure
using the Allen wrench (#D).

#E X 4pCS 1. Align the ends of the railing to the headboard legs (#2).

#E X 8pCS 2. Prepare 4 bolt assemblies by inserting a lock washer (#F) onto the
#G X 8pCS bolt (#E) then a flat washer (#G) onto that same bolt (#E). Insert
#H Xx 4pCS 2 into the back of each leg (#2), secure using the Allen wrench (#D).

3. After the bolts are inserted,
apply a flat washer (#G), a
lock washer (#F), and a
hex nut (#H) in that order
onto the threaded end.
Secure using the wrench.
