o Please pay attention to the sharp corners during assembly. We recommend the
use of gloves to prevent the undesired injury.

o Prior to use, please check to see if there's any loosening screw or part. Make
sure that each screw and part is correctly installed and securely fastened.

o It's unnecessary to use electric drill. Please at a low gear if you need.

Care and Maintenance

o Use a soft, clean cloth that will not scratch the surface when dusting.

o There’ s no need to use furniture polish. If you need, test it first in an inconspic-
uous area. Using solvents of any kind on your furniture may damage the finish.
Never use water to clean your furniture as it may cause damage to the finish.

o Liquid spills should be removed immediately. Gently blot the spill with a soft
clean cloth to avoid rubbing.

Further Advice about the Furniture Care

o It is best to keep your furniture in a climate-controlled environment.

o We recommend to keep furniture from sunlight exposure to avoid possible
surface damage.

o Following these important and helpful tips will help retain your furniture's per-
formance even when it ages.

o Periodically (every 90 days) make sure the screws are fully tightened.

Parts and Hardware List:

o Make sure all parts and hardware are in the package.
o Do not fully tighten anything until all screws, nuts, washers and bolts are in place.

o "+"in below list indicates that additional pieces are replacement parts.

Parts List
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Backrest Legs Footrest Swivel Plate
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Firstinstall the footrest 3 and tighten its screws to 80%. A & 1
Then tighten all screws on footrest @ to 100%. X
Finally tighten all screws on connecting frame ® to 100%. B &% x4

*Make sure the holes on the
footrest ® face the ground
to ensure aesthetics. @
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Connect the backrest to the swivel plate.
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
