as this could damage the unit.
Only use hand screwdrivers and
Allen keys.

Only clean using a damp cloth
and mild detergent, do no use
bleach or abrasive cleaners.

From time to time check that
there are no loose screws on
this unit.

Ruler - Use this ruler to help correctly identify the screws
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Step 1

Assembling frame

Insert the chair back 1 into
the right 3 and left leg 2.

Screw bar 4 into place with
A and E. Use Allen key D
to tighten.

Note: At this stage only
tighten to 90%.

Place the seat pad upside

down on a flat raised
surface ie. Kitchen top.

Place the chair over the

seat pad 5 and screw

down into the seat pad to
secure.




Assembling seat pad C.

Turn the chair upright.
Either sit on or place a
weight on the top of the

chairs until all feet are
level.

Proceed to tighten all
bolts to finish assembly.
