7. RefertoRangeHood Troubleshootingin Page 11for
general issues and solutions.

Venting Requirements

DO

- Havetheventing system go vertically from the
range hood to the roof if possible.

= Have24"-30"distance between the cooktop and
the range hood. 27" is recommended.

e Useuniformed duct of 6" round duct or 3-1/4 x 10”
rectangular duct or larger.

= Use metal duct only. Rigid metal duct is
recommended. Semi-rigid aluminum duct is also
acceptable for easy connection. Please refer to your
city building code for vent requirement.

e Make sure there is a minimum of 24" of straight
ventbetween the elbows if more than 1 elbow is
used.

+ Use minimal numbers of elbows and the
shortest route for the venting system for a better
performance.

INSTALLATION PREPARATIONS

IMPORTANT!

« Iflongductrunisneeded, increase the ductsize
from 6" to 7" or 8" to 9".

- Ifareducerisneeded,usealongreducerinstead of
apancakereducerandinstallitasfaraway fromthe
range hood as possible. Reducingthe ductsize will
restrictand decrease the speed of the airflow and
hense lower the range hood's performance.

= Iftransitions orturns are needed, install them as far
away fromthe range hood as possible and keep the
distance between the 2 as far apart as possible.

*  Theminimum mounting height should be noless
than 24" and the maximum mounting height should
be no more than 30".

« Also refer to the owner's manual of the stove
topforthe height clearance requirementandthe
recommended mounting height above the range.

e [ltisimportanttoinstallthe range hood atthe proper
mounting height. Hoods mounted too low could result
in heat damage and fire hazard while hoods mounted
too high will be outofreach and hense reduceits
performance andefficiency.

Therange hood should be connecteddirectlytothe
fuseddisconnectbox (orcircuit breaker)through
flexible armored or non-metallic sheathed copper
cable. ETL listed strain relief must be provided at
each end of the power supply cable.

1a.Installing the Range Hood Under the
Cabinet

+ Forinstallingunderthe cabinetwith recessed
bottom, attach a 4" wide wood filler strip (not
provided) on each side.

The following steps require 2 or more people:

+ Draw the power cord through the bottom

cutoutand alignthe range hood beneath the
cabinetsothatthe exhauston the Hood and
the cutout are in line.

+ Raiseand screw the top of the Hood to the
bottom of the cabinet through the knockout
holes shown below:

+ Tighten all screws until the range hood is
securely mounted to the bottom of the cabinet.

Make sure the range hood is securely mounted
before releasing.

- Foramore secure installation, install additional
screws into the pre-drilled holes on the
backplate of the range hood to secure it to the
studs orlumbers. If the pre-drilled holes don't
align with the studs orlumbers, drill new holes
on the backplateinstead.

INSTALLATION

« Determind the location to install the Hood.

» Useastudfinderto locate and mark 2 studs within
the installation area.

« Alignandsecurelyinstallthe Brackets to the studs.
Use an extender for the Bracket if the Bracket
couldn't align with the stud.

The following steps require 2 or more people:

+ RaisetheHoodbetweentheBracketsandalignthe
side holes with the ones on the Brackets. Use the
included screws to securely mountthe Hood to the
Brackets. Ifthe Brackets areinstalled horizontally,
drill new holes on the Hood Body instead.

« Installadditional screws into the pre-drilled holes
on the backplate of the range hood to secure it to
the studs orlumbers. If the pre-drilled holes don't
align with the studs or lumbers, drill new holes on
the backplateinstead.

2. Connecting the Vent System

e Use 6” round or 3-1/4 x 10” rectangular metal
duct (orsemi-rigid aluminum duct, follow the local
building codes)to connectthe exhauston the Hood
to the duct-workabove.

e Usealuminum foil tape or ducttape to seal all
connections.

3. Electrical Connection

WARNING: Electrical Shock Hazard. Disconnect power
before servicing.

* Incaseofadirectconnection tothe house wiringis
preferred, do thefollowing:
« Disconnect the power.
« Cutoff the plug from the power cord.
e Connectthe wires from the power cord to the

e Store the excess wires in the wiring box.
 Reconnect the power.

4. Installing the Baffle Filters

Peel off the protective film from the baffle filters if
there's any.

Align the baffle filter's bottom pins to the holes on
the hood. (Step 1)

Pulland hold the latch. The top pins of the baffle
filter will retrack into the filter while the latch is
pulled. (Step 2)

Filter

Top Step 2: Pull and hold the latch.

! Step 1: Align the pins.

Keep pullingand holding the latchand pushthe top
end of the baffle filter upwards till it reaches the
hood.

Release the latch to lock the baffle filter in place.
Repeat these steps to install the rest of the baffle
filters.

e Make sure all baffle filters are securely locked and
won't come off.

- These Baffle Filters collectthe oil/grease while
you cook. There's no need to install other types of
filters.

= Cleanthe BaffleFiltersevery 2to 3months
regularly.
