USE AND CARE INSTRUCTIONS
• When storing the product, carefully
remove the product from wherever it is
placed, avoiding any undue strain or
stress on the product conductors,
connections, and wires.

• When not in use, store neatly in a cool,
dry location protected from sunlight.
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IMPORTANT NOTE: Some unassembled section pieces have
light string wires strung between them. Be careful not to put
unnecessary strain on the wires during assembly procedures.
Assembly (Diagram 1)
1.Attach the two lower sections of angel together by inserting
rods at bottom front of section into loops in bottom of back
section (A).

2. Attach the middle section of angel to bottom section by sliding
the hooks located at the base of the middle section into and

Secure display with ground
stakes at points shown by dots (•).

under the frame of the bottom section and at
the same time sliding the rod into the loop (B).
Secure with locking pin.

3. Attach the angel upper section to the middle
section (C) using the same procedure as in
Step 2 above.

4. Attach the arms by inserting the rod on each
arm into the appropriate loop (D). Between the
two arms, insert the trumpet end into the loop
in the angel head (E). Rest the hands on the
trumpet.

5. Attach the wings by inserting the rods on each
wing into the appropriate loops (F). Insert halo
piece into loop on head (G).

Secure the assembled piece to the ground using
the supplied stakes (Diagram 2).
Plug light string cords into a power supply.
Plugs can be “piggy-backed” - - plugged into
each other, and then into a receptacle.



SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS

Fuse Replacement
1. Unplug light string from power source.
2. Slide the fuse access cover away from cord side (in direction

of arrow, Figure 3) exposing fuses.
3. Remove fuses from compartment and examine. Replace

burnt out fuse with new one.
4. Close fuse compartment by sliding access cover back in

towards cord side of plug (Figure 4).

Bulb Replacement
1. Unplug light string from power source.
2. Gently pull the bulb straight out of the socket (Figure 1).
3. Carefully insert new bulb into socket – bulb is keyed and only

goes in one way (Figure 2).
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
