Repeat
process on the remaining bolts
with washers (#A).
III. Apply wood caps (#B) on 
all the bolts with washers (#A).
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Apply 8 cam bolts (#D) onto the pre-drilled holes located under the top panel (#3).
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Turn right (clockwise) to tighten

I. Insert cam locks (#E) into the pre-drilled
holes located in the inner part of the frame.

II. Insert the cam bolts (#D) located on the

top panel (#3) into the pre-drilled holes
connected to the cam lock (#E). Secure 4E

cam lock (#E) using a Phillips screwdriver.

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I. Insert cam locks (#E) into the pre-drilled
holes located in the inner part of the frame.
II. Insert the cam bolts (#D) located on the 
top panel (#3) into the pre-drilled holes
connected to the cam lock (#E). Secure
cam lock (#E) using a Phillips screwdriver.
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
