STEP 1
Attach the bracket to the ceiling 
around your electrical wiring. 
Use 2x raw plugs H1 and 2x 
screws H2 to secure bracket.

STEP 2
Wire in the pendant as shown.  



NOTE: The quantities above are the correct amount to complete the assembly. In 
some cases more fittings may be supplied than are required.

STEP 3
Place the pendant cap over 
the bracket and secure by 
tightening the screws on either 
side into the bracket. 

STEP 4
Carefully insert the bulb into 
the socket. You will need 1x G9 
bulb (not included). Be careful 
to align the pins of the bulb into 
the socket holes.

STEP 5
Carefully place the lampshade 
over the bulb and twist to 
secure.
