Unpack and place all parts on a clean soft surface.
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Fix the Inner Table Leg with Pre-attached Leveller(C) and Outer
Table Leg with Pre-attached Leveller(D) with bolts(®@), washers(®),
spring washers(®) and nuts(®) by spanner(®).

Do not over tighten.

Fix the bolts(®), washers(®), spring washers(®) to the unit by
spanner(®).

Do not over tighten.

Repeat the same assembly process for the other Inner Table Legwith
Pre-attached Leveller(C) and Outer Table Leg with Pre-
attachedLeveller(D).

DO NOT fully tighten at this stage.

Turn the table upside down on to a soft surface that does not scratch
the tabletop.

Attach Inner Table Leg with Pre-attached Leveller(C) and Outer
Table Leg with Pre-attached Leveller(D) to the mounting position on
the table top(A) with bolts(®), spring washers(®) and washers(®)
by spanner(®)).

Do not over tighten.
