Then
align a cap (#l) to the holes
along the bottom front ends
of the frames and insert a bolt
assembly into each. Secure
using the Allen wrench (#)).

4. Insert a floor leveler (#G) into
the holes along the bottom
of the left and right frames (#2,3).
