Make sure you have enough space to
layout the parts before starting.

Assemble the item as close to its final
position (in the same room) as possible.

Do not overtighten the nuts to avoid
causing damage to the threads.

Only clean using a damp
cloth and mild detergent,
do no use bleach or
abrasive cleaners.

STEP 1

Place the seat [2] on a flat surface (ie. table top)
with the back overhanging.

Line the legs [1] up with the seat holes.

Using allen key (D) tighten the chair legs onto
the seat using fixings (A), (B) & (C)
