Take Support Leg(B&C) out from the back of Headboard(A).
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Legs height

Align the mounting positions on Headboard(A) to those on Left Support
Leg(B).

Attach Headboard(A) to Left Support Leg(B) using Bolts(d)), Washers(®)
and Spring Washers(®) with Allen Key(®).

Repeat the same process with Right Support Leg(C).

At this point of assembly, do not overtighten the connections.

The final height of the Headboard may be adjusted to your own need.
