CARE & MAINTENANCE

o STAIN RESISTANT CUSHIONS CARE —— KEEP THE CUSHIONS IN STORAGE ON RAINY DAYS.

e SPILLS: Immediately wipe up the spill using a white damp cloth. Repeat process if necessary until stain is gone. Allow
cushion to air dry.

o FABRIC CARE: Hand wash cold, non-chlorine bleach when needed, lay flat to dry. Cool iron if necessary. Do not dry
clean.

o ALL WEATHER WICKER PRODUCT CARE

When not in use, wipe free of any dirt or loose objects, wash with a mild solution of soap and water, rinse thoroughly and
dry completely. Do not use strong detergent or abrasive cleaners. bolts can loosen over a period of usage, please check
the bolts occasionally and re-tighten if necessary.
