Resin wicker furniture requires minimum maintenance.
Follow these basic tips to prolong the life of your resin wicker furniture.
Protect: Storing cushions indoors when the furniture is not in use is highly recommended.

Cover: Covering the furniture with a breathable cover when it's not being used will help protect it from the harmful effects
of sunlight, dust build-up, and collecting debris.

Sun Exposure: All materials and fabrics will eventually fade and degrade from sun exposure. Maintain cushion color and
integrity by covering the furniture or storing cushions indoors when not in use.

Winter Care & Storage: Move the furniture to a cool, dry location to preserve the quality and to protect the frame
from rusting. Covering furniture while in storage is recommended to help prevent dust build-up. Ensure cushions are
completely dry before storing.
