REPLACEABLE FUSE

If the (5 Amp, 125 Volt) replaceable fuse blows, please
contact customer service for information on how to order
a new fuse. Follow the below instructions to replace the
fuse on the plug.

REPLACING THE FUSE

1. Unplug the fan.
Grasp plug and remove from the receptacle or other
outlet device.
NOTE: Do not unplug by pulling on cord.

2. Open fuse cover, located on the top of the plug, b
using your thumb or a flathead screwdriver to slide
the cover towards the prongs.

NOTE: Ensure the fuse

3. Remove fuse carefully by
using a small screwdriver
to pry it from the
compartment at the metal

ends of the fuse. (See Figure 4)

4. Place plug on a solid, flat surface. Insert new 5 Amp,
125 Volt ?use into fuse compartment. Use a small
screwdriver to secure the metal ends of the fuse into
the compartment.

5. Slide fuse cover closed completely.

FAN BLADE CLEANING

1. Remove the front grill by opening the dlips located
around the perimeter.

2. (lean the fan blade, front and rear grills with a soft
dloth maistened with a mild soap soﬁnion.

3. Securely fasten the front grill to the rear grill by
closing the clips around the perimeter.

FAN HEAD, BASE AND POLE CLEANING

Using a soft, moist cloth (with or without a mild soap
solution), carefully clean the fan base, pole and head.
