Assembly Symbols

• Follow sequential order.

• 

• Flip part as indicated.

• Rotate part as indicated.

• Choose your own assemly options.

• 

• Leave bolts or screws partially tighten.

• Fully tighten bolts or screws.

• Level the furniture on the ground.
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CAUTION!

• Assemble the furniture on an 
empty carton, carpet, or rug to 
prevent scratches or damage.

• When assembling the furniture, 
keep pets and children away 
from the assembly area.

• Ensure the product is fully 
assembled before use. If you 
are missing any hardware or 
parts, do not use it until you have 
restored the missing parts.

• This furniture requires 2 people 
for assembly.

• Lay out all components and 

surface and make sure that no 
parts are missing or damaged 
before assembly. Do not destroy 
or discard any packaging until 
you are certain that you have 
all the necessary parts for 
assembly.

• There are small components 
used in the construction of the 
furnitures. Loose items, plastic 

should be kept away from pets 
or children to avoid chocking 

• Read this instruction manual 
prior to assembly and familarize 
yourself with the various steps.

• Install all hardwares 
perpendicular to the opening 

• Hand tight all hardwares and 
careful not to over-tighten to 
avoid damaging the product.

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Assembling crossbar to top panel
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Connecting the back panels
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Securing back panels
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Loosen the screws on the 
mounting plate to adjust the 
door up and down.

Adjust the screw on the 
hindge to microadjust the 
door from side to side.

Loosen the screws on the 
hinge arm to adjust the 
door in and out.

DO NOT apply wood treatment on parts made with MDF.

MDF will swell and distort when exposed to water damage.
