Wood Furniture Maintenance: 
• AWays dust. wipe, and clean tel1 the grain of the wood. 
• Dust with a soft cloth. Dustwilscratch the furnitute surface if 

not remov ed properly. 
• Use the s ame type of polish coosGtently as interchanging oi~ 

based and waic-based polisheswil cause a build- up and result 
in a foggy Of doudy appearance. 

• If a polished surface becomes foggy, rub it with a doth dipped 
in a solution of one tablespoon vinega1 to one quart of water. 
Rubs oftty with l'le grain until the surface is completely dry. 

• Soap and water are not advisable to, wood surfaces. W ater 
can penetrate the finish and raise the g1ain on wood, causing 
damage. 

• Remember to change dusting doh frequently as cirt, cloths 
may scratch your furniture's suriace.. 

The Enemies of W ood: 
• Moisture is wood's worst enemy. Liquid spills should be gently 

wiped up immediately. Coastets should be used unde, all 
beverages:. 

• Do not allcw ntlber or vinyl material> to lie on the fumilure. 
Chemicals in rubber may leav e a stain. Put a strip of felt or 
leather under accessories: that have rubber or vinyl 

. Heat creates a chemical change fl the furniture's finish. which 
,es:ults in a whie spot. Use protectiire pads under hot d ishes:, 
appliances. etc. 

• Sunlight's ubaviolet r avs can damage the finish of llmilure. 
Do not pl ace tt.niture direcity against a heater or radia1or and 
do not pl ace fl the path of hotsbeams of air from certral heating. 
This w ill cause extreme localized drying of the wood. 

High Gloss Resin Table Mantenanc:e: 
• Resin tabletops have approximately 118" of a resin coat on the 

top face of the table. which win resist ice. water. wine. liquor, food, 
cleaning fluids, and warm or hotiquids: however, cups,, glasses. 
etc. containing hot liquids should not be le11: on the table without a 
coaster for protection . 

. Resin t.abletops will scratch just the same as any other glossy 
surface and b asic precautions should be t~en. 

. For lasting shine. the resin t.ableshould be waxed wit\ a carw~ 
that does not contain silicon. Mairtaining this w ~ build-up will 
result in a high gloss shine. 

• When wiping do,,sn the table, a soft, clean rag shookl b e used. 
Do not use a heavy paper. 

Graiit e Top Maintenance: 
The surface of the gra nle o n your table h as been polished or sealed to create a 
g enerally non-porous surface. The stone h as many natural characteristics 
in~ding: veining, hairine cs acks. and color :wariations • which m ike up the stone's 
bea..ty. 
Tomal\tain the beautyofyou, granite: 
• Protect surfaces from scratching, staining and etching by: 
" K eepl\g them free of debris or sharp objects 
" Wiping up spills immediately 
" Avoiding contactwi1h chemicals (particularty acid-based material>) 
• Clean with pH neut al products or those especially formulated for use on stone. 
• It is not tecommend ed to use a water-based solvent for dark granite as it will 

remove the polish from the surface. 
• After a period of use, apply a pene-tr ating s ealer to prevent contaffW'lants from being 

absorbed into the stone. 
• R e,n(Jlj'e stains with special absorbent poutioes formulated for u;:e on stone. 
• Renew the surface onpois:h~d granite (granie w ith a high gloss surface) by bufling 

with special stone polish, powder or cream . 
Do not us e granite polish on graniti-? with a matte finish, which h as been honed 
rathe, than polished. ( Penebating sealer ma, be used on both polished and honed 
granite.) 

Ma-bfe Top Maintenance: 
Mable may be stone, but it is porous stone and can stain e asiy. Tteating marble 
s...-faces the same a.s wood surfaces: is a ~ eat rule of thumb. 

• tt is recommended to seal the tops on a tegl.&ar basis (every6to 12 months). 
A good qualitystone sealer can be purchased from any tiles.!.tone store or any 
homeca,estore and shoukl be applied accotding to the manofadutel's 
recommendation. 

• When sealed prope1t,. m arble tops can be u;:ed indoors and outdoors and can 
wihstand any weather conditions except internal freezing. Snow or freezing rain 
will penetrate the table and cause cracks. 

Caf'W'"lg for the Fabric on Upholstered FUTliture: 
• Frequent vacuuming of the entire uphols1ered area will prev ent d ust from settling 
into the fibers. 

• Profess ion al cleaning is a Ways recommended for all upho5tered pieces:. 
• Aways pre-test a smal area offabric in a n inconspicuous area when cleaning 
before proceeding. 

. Do not use cleaning products containing brightening agents.
