1. Read all instructions before installing or using this heater
2. This heater is hot when in use. To avoid burns, do not let bare skin touch hot surfaces. Keep combustible 
materials, such as furniture, pillows, bedding, papers, clothes, etc. and curtains at least 0.9 m from the front 
of the heater and keep them away from the sides and rear.
3. Extreme caution is necessary when any heater is used by or near children or invalids and whenever the 
heater is left operating and unattended. 
4. Do not operate any heater after it malfunctions. Disconnect power at service panel and have heater 
inspected by a reputable electrician before reusing.
5. Do not use outdoors.
6. To disconnect heater, turn controls to off, and turn off power to heater circuit at main disconnect panel (or 
operate internal disconnect switch if provided).

7. Do not insert or allow foreign objects to enter any ventilation or exhaust opening as this may cause an 
electric shock or fire, or damage the heater. 
8. To prevent a possible fire, do not block air intakes or exhaust in any manner.

9. A heater has hot and arcing or sparking parts inside. Do not use it in areas where gasoline, paint, or 
flammable vapors or liquids are used or stored.
10. Use this heater only as described in this manual. Any other use not recommended by the manufacturer 
may cause fire, electric shock, or injury to persons.

11. This heater may include an audible or visual alarm to warn that parts of the heater are getting excessively 
hot. If the alarm sounds (or illuminates), immediately turn the heater off and inspect for any objects on or 
adjacent to the heater that may have blocked the airflow or otherwise caused high temperatures to have 
occurred. DO NOT OPERATE THE HEATER WITH THE ALARM SOUNDING (OR ILLUMINATING).

12. “SAVE THESE INSTRUCTIONS”

This heater is for use on 120 volts. The cord has a plug as shown above Figure. An adapter as shown at C is 
available for connecting three-blade grounding-type plugs to two-slot receptacles. The green grounding lug 
extending from the adapter must be connected to a permanent ground such as a properly grounded outlet box. 
The adapter should not be used if a three-slot grounded receptacle is available.

7. Ne pas insérer ou permettre aux objets étrangers de pénétrer dans une ventilation ou une ouverture 
d'échappement car cela peut provoquer un choc électrique ou un incendie, ou endommager le radiateur.

UNPACKING AND TESTING APPLIANCE
Carefully remove the appliance from the box. Prior to installing the appliance, test to make sure the
appliance operates properly by plugging the power supply cord into a conveniently located 110-120 Volt 

grounded outlet.

This appliance is for use on 120 Volts.For connecting  three-blade grounding type plugs to three -slot
receptacles. The green grounding lug extending from the adapter must be connected to a permanent
ground such asa properly grounded outlet box. The adapter should not be used if a three-slot grounded
receptacle is available .To disconnect appliance, turn controls to off, then remove plug from outlet.

Keep the front of the appliance through which the heat is radiated at least 1 meter away from furniture,
curtains and other flammable objects at all time.Never use an extension lead. The mains cable must
remain at the back of the appliance and must not be in contact with any hot elements.

STEP 1:Remove the two silver colors screws and remove 
the  glass according to the direction of the arrow.

STEP 2:Make the drywall anchors onto the wall.Fix four ST4 * 8 
screws on the drywall anchors.(Keep the screws with 5mm expose)

STEP 4: Make sure the white plastic tray inside the product, place the Crystals and logs on it, hang the glass 
panel and fix it with two silver white screws.

Warning:This product adopts the fully embedded installation mode.

STEP 1:Remove the six silvery white screws as shown in the picture,and then remove the wall hook and glass panel.

WARNING:The following picture shows the schematic diagram of the installation hole and the relevant dimensions.This product 
is fully embedded installation, if you do not use a hard cable, use a plug installation, you need to reserve the plug distance.

Plug the power cord into a 110-120 Volt 15 Amp outlet.Make sure the outlet is in good condition and that 
the plug is not loose.NEVER exceed the maximum amperage for the circuit.DO NOT plug other appliances 
into the same circuit.

9.  5 kinds brightness adjustment for the flame and the fuel bed.
10. Overheat protection. Automatic shutdown when the temperature reaches (100℃/212℉).

【Temperature Limiting Control】
This heater is equipped with a Temperature Limiting Control. When the heater reach an 
unsafe temperature, the heater will automatically turn OFF. To reset:
1. Unplug the power cord from the outlet.
2. Turn the ON/OFF switch on the CONTROL PANEL to OFF. Wait 5 minutes.
3. Inspect the fireplace to make sure no vents are blocked, or clogged with dust or lint. 
    If they  are,use a vacuum to clean the vent areas.
4. With the POWER switch in the OFF position, plug the power cord back into the outlet.
5. If the problem continues, have your outlet and wiring inspected by a professional.
