2. Connect Leg Table (B) to the Table Top (A) using Botl (1)) and
Washer ((3)) with Allen Wrench ((4)).

Do not fully tighten the Bolts.

3. Connect Support Panet (C) to the Leg Table (B) using Botl (2)) and
Washer ((3)) with Allen Wrench ((4)).

4. TIGHTEN ALL BOLTS 100%

Adjust height for balance Adjust low for balance

Adjust Pre-installed Levellers
