Use the Allen Keys (⑤) to attach the Shelf (B) into the Leg Frames (C) 

with Bolts (②) and Sleeve Nuts (③)

With assistance from your adult partner, stand up the table in step 4 then place 
the Table Top (A) onto it as shown above.
Exert pressure, push floorwards onto the Table with both hands.
This pressure will help the Table reach full alignment at all joints.

If no wobbles are found proceed to tighten the Bolts in a sequential manner, 
until evenly secured. 
When tightening the Bolts tighten sequentially.
Do not tighten any Screws and Bolts fully and then move on towards the 
next one.
If there are still wobbles, loosen the Screws and Bolts and excute the 
above process again.
If the Table is not Stable it could lead to the product becoming damaged.
Your Table is ready for use.
