Open up the Velcro of Non-Woven Fabric cover
on the bottom of the seat frame to remove seat
cushions,back cushions and pillow.

**PLEASE REMOVE ALL PARTS FROM SEAT FRAMES AND BACKS BEFORE ASSEMBLY***
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CHAISE ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION - BOX 1

STEP 1- INSERT THREADED RODS INTO SEAT BACKS

*Stop when the rod starts coming out on the other end

PRE-ASSEMBLY TIPS

TEAM ASSEMBLY

Have at least 2 people put the product together to prevent injury and damage.
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ASSEMBLE IN PLACE

CLEAR WORKSPACE

Ensure ample room to maneuver during assembly.

AVOID SCRATCHES

Assemble on cardboard, blankets, or carpet to prevent scratches.

FLAT SURFACE

Place on a level surface with furniture legs evenly contacting the floor.




ASSEMBLY SAFETY STEPS

A FAILURE TO FOLLOW THE GUIDELINES BELOW MAY RESULT IN INJURY AND/OR PROPERTY DAMAGE.
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POSITIONING TIGHTENING

Insert all hardware and parts in the correct holes. Only tighten bolts when the step is fully completed.
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TOOLS INSTRUCTIONS
Use hand tools unless the manual specifies power tools. Keep the manual and tools for future maintenance needs.

MAINTENANCE

Check for loose joints after 2 weeks and re-tighten every 6 months.
