Installation of the Beverage Refrigerator

This appliance is designed for freestanding or built-in (fully recessed) installation. Place the
product on a floor strong enough to support it when fully loaded. Adjust the front leveling legs at
the bottom to level the unit.

Please place the product away from direct sunlight and any heat sources such as stoves, heaters,
or radiators. Direct exposure to sunlight may damage the acrylic coating, while nearby heat
sources could increase energy consumption. Additionally, extremely cold temperatures may lead
to improper performance of the unit. Do not install the unit in areas where the temperature could
drop below 60°F (16°C), and avoid moist or damp locations.

For optimal performance, it is recommended that the appliance be installed in an environment

with an ambient temperature between 72°F and 78°F. Temperatures outside this range may
adversely affect the unit's performance.

Cabinet Opening Dimensions Built-in Cabinet Instructions

For built-in installation, leave a (6 mm) space

on each side and at the top of the beverage
refrigerator to ensure proper air circulation to
cool the compressor and condenser. Also,
ensure that no objects block the front exhaust
vent, as this could impair the unit's performance.
If the refrigerator is too short to fit securely in
the cabinet, you can adjust its height using the
leveling feet.

OPERATING YOUR BEVERAGE REFRIGERATOR

It is recommended to install the beverage refrigerator in an area where the ambient temperature is
maintained between 66°F and 75°F (19°C to 24°C). If the ambient temperature falls outside this range,
the unit's performance may be compromised. For instance, exposure to extreme hot or cold
conditions can lead to temperature fluctuations, and the target range of 34°F to 54°F (1°C to 12°C) may
not be achieved.

If the unit is unplugged, experiences a power loss, or is powered off, allow 3 to 5 minutes before
restarting. Attempting to restart prematurely may cause the unit to fail to start.

When using the beverage refrigerator for the first time or restarting it after prolonged shutdown, there
may be a slight variance between the set temperature and the LED display reading. This is normal
and occurs due to the initial stabilization period. After a few hours of operation, the temperature will
stabilize.

Setting the Temperature

The temperature range of beverage refrigerator (YG-BS15-23) is 34°F-54°F (1°C-12°C).

The temperature will increase by 1°C or 1°F you touch UP once, or the temperature will decrease by
1°C or 1°F if you touch DOWN once. To view the setting temperature at any time, touch the UP or
DOWN marks.

OPERATING YOUR BEVERAGE REFRIGERATOR

Cleaning the Beverage Refrigerator

Automatic Defrosting

Before cleaning, power off and unplug the
appliance, then remove all contents including
shelves. Clean the interior surfaces using a warm
water-based baking soda solution—mix approxi-
mately 2 tablespoons of baking soda with 1 cup of
water. For the shelves, wash them with a mild
detergent solution, rinse thoroughly, and allow
them to dry completely. When cleaning the control
panel or any electrical components, ensure the
sponge or cloth is wrung out to prevent excess
moisture. Finally, wipe the exterior cabinet with
warm water and a mild liquid detergent, then rinse
and dry it with a clean, soft cloth.

¥ NOTE

Please disconnect the unit from its power source
during operation to avoid exposing yourself to the
risk of electric shock or personal injury.

Charcoal Filtration System

The unit defrost automatically. The
evaporator behind the rear wall of the unit
defrosts automatically. The condensate
collects in the drainage channel behind the
rear wall of the unit, and flows through the
drainage hole into the drip tray by the
compressor where it evaporates.

Power Failure

Most power failures are corrected within a
few hours and should not affect the
temperature of your appliance if you
minimize the number of times the door is
opened. If the power is going to be off for a
longer period of time, you need to take the
proper steps to protect your contents.

Your beverage refrigerator is equipped with an active charcoal filtration system to ensure air purity
and to maintain an odour free cabinet for the storage of your beverages. The filter is located at the
bottom of the rear panel inside your refrigerator. Keep in mind, that this filter should be changed every

12 months.

Begin by removing all beverage bottles from the two shelves in
front of the filter. Take out the shelves and set them aside for

reinstallation after filter replacement. To remove the old filter,

=

grip it firmly, rotate 45 degrees counterclockwise, and pull it
out. Discard the used filter and insert the new one into the slot.

Secure it by rotating 45 degrees clockwise.

Energy Saving Tips

Place the beverage refrigerator in the coolest area, away from heat sources and direct sunlight.
Ensure adequate space on all sides for proper ventilation. Never cover any air vents.

Minimize the time the door is open. Frequent opening will affect the internal temperature.
