The remote control operates with one 3V CR2025 Lithium Cell Battery (included). Remove the
protective sheet between the battery and the contacts in order to operate (see Page 7).

Remote Control Set-up

oFig. 1: Remove the plastic sheet from the end of the remote control to allow the battery to touch
the electrical contacts. If the sheet is not removed, the remote control will not work.

oFig. 2: To install or replace the battery, press the button to allow the battery case to slide out.
Position the battery according the drawing, and slide the case back in to the remote.

Plug the power
cord into a 110~120 Volt 15 Amp grounded outlet (see IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION on
Pages 3 and 4). Make sure the outlet is in good condition and that the plug is not loose. NEVER
exceed the maximum amperage for the circuit. DO NOT plug other appliances into the same circuit.

Thermostat

This heater is equipped with a Thermostat. Should the ambient temperature exceeds/lower than
the set temperature, the heater will automatically turn OFF/ON.

Methods of Operation

CONTROL PANEL: Controls ON/OFF, DIMMER, and HEATER.
REMOTE CONTROL: Controls ON/OFF, HEATER, and DIMMER.

eBuff using a soft cloth, slightly dampened with a citrus oil-based product.

Glass:

eUse a good quality glass cleaner and dry thoroughly with a paper towel or lint-free cloth.

eNEVER use abrasive cleansers, liquid sprays, or any cleaner that could scratch the surface.
Vents:

eUse a vacuum or duster to remove dust and dirt from the heater and vent areas.

eClean the exterior of the fireplace with a slightly damp cloth or duster.
