Before assembly, check that you have all the components and tools
listed.

This lamp must be protected by a 3 amp fuse in the main plug. It is
designed for use with a 220V-240V, 50Hz power supply only.

Indoor use only. Do not use this lamp in bathrooms or near water or
other liquids.

Do not plug in or use the product until it has been fully assembled
and the light bulb installed. During assembly or maintenance,
ensure the lamp is disconnected from the mains power.

Place the lamp on a level and stable surface during use. Do not
cover the lamp with any material or hang objects from any part of it,
as this could pose a safety hazard.

If the external flexible cord or switch is damaged, do not use the
lamp.

Do not dispose of electrical products with normal household waste.

When replacing the light bulb, switch off and unplug the lamp at
the mains and allow it to cool completely before handling.

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STEP 1
Attach the stems together. Screw the top stem to the middle
stem, then the middle stem to the bottom stem. Do not
overtighten.

STEP 2

Connect the base. Screw the bottom stem into the lamp base,
gently pulling any extra cable through the base as you do this.

STEP 3

Attach the lampshade. Remove the ring from the lamp holder, place the
shade over the holder, then screw the ring back on to secure it.

STEP 4
Insert the bulb. Screw the recommended E27 LED bulb

into the lamp holder.

STEP 5

Plug in and use. Once everything is secure, plug the lamp into the
mains.
