Step 1

With the side with the reinforcement plate facing upwards, place the tabletop flat on the floor.
(To avoid damaging the floor or tabletop, please lay a rug before working.)

Align the leg frame with the central position of the tabletop.
(The reinforcement plate is designed without screw holes.)

Insert the screws into the holes, apply pressure, and turn the screws clockwise to drive them in.

The screws are designed to be shorter than

5 the reinforcement plate, so you can safely tighten

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[7 / Turn the screw clockwise to drive it in
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them fully until there is no gap.

Shake the leg frame firmly to confirm there is no wobble, then tum the table back to its upright position.
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
