b) Place Chair Seat (P2) on Chair Back (P1) aligningthe
middle screw holes on (P2) to screw holes on (P1).

¢) UseAllen Key (H6)to drive JCBC Screw (H3) fitted
with Spring Washer (H4) and Flat Washer (H5) to
fasten (P2) to (P1). Do not tighten fully at thistime.

a) Use Allen Key (H6) to drive JCBC Screw (H1) fitted
with Spring Washer (H4) and Flat Washer (H5) into
screw holes on the left and right rear corner blocks
of (P2). Do nottighten completely until all 4x (H1)
areinplace.

b) Tighten JCBC Screw (H3) in Step 1 completely.

C) Do not over-tighten all of the screws.

b) Use Allen Key (H6) to drive JCBC Screw (H2) fitted with Spring
Washer (H4) and Flat Washer (H5)into screw holes. Do not tighten
completely until both screws are in place. Do not over-tighten

STEP 4

a) Place the chair on an elevated
surface (e.g.tabletop)asshown.

b) Use a mallet or hammer to affix
Leg Glide (H7) to each leg.
