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Step by step assembly instructions 
All Bolt Head Caps should not be attached before finally tightening all Bolts with Spanner.

Step One 

Place the Glass Top (D) on a soft, 
level surface.  
With the help of another person, 
place Table Top Frame (A) upside down 
onto a flat, non-abrasive surface to 
avoid scratching the surface or rim.  

Step Two 

Assemble the Small Base (B) onto 
the Table Top Frame (A) using 
Washers (F3), Bolts (W20) and 
Bolt Head Covers (F2).  

Before attaching the Bolt Head Covers, 
tighten all bolts with Spanner (S1). 
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Step Three 

With the help of another person, 
carefully lift Glass Top (D) and 
place it onto the Table Top Frame (A). 

Step Four 

To use Dining Table function, insert the Small Base into the upper Slots on the Big Base (C). 

Your Dinging Table is ready for use!

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Step Five 

To use in the Coffee Table function, take off the table top and turn 90 degrees, then replace 
the Small Base into the Bottom Slots on the Big Base (C). 

This table should be operated by adults. 

Children should be kept away during the table function change process between 
Dining Table and Coffee Table function.
