STEP 4 - Attach Shade to Fixture Body Fixture Hood Figure 4

A. Attach the Cage (I) with Panels (J) onto the bottom of the
Fixture Hood as shown. Line up hole on the top edge of
the Cage (I) and Mounting Holes on the bottom edge of
the Fixture Hood. Secure with Lock Screws (F) . Tighten
until snug.

STEP 5 - Attach Lanyard
Figure 5

A. The purpose of the lanyard is to provide the installer a
means to support the fixture from the junction box while
connecting the electrical wires. This enables the fixture
to hang from the junction box and your hands are free to
make the wire connections.

B. Turn the Button Stop so it may be inserted into the
crossbar slot. Make sure the Button Stop is completely
inside the crossbar. Slowly release the fixture to make
sure itis supported by the Button Stop. Proceed to the
wiring steps. Once you are complete with the wiring
there is nothing to do with Lanyard. The Lanyard will
push into the junction box when the fixture is placed for
final mounting.

STEP 6 - Make Wire Connections .

A. Use standard wire connectors to make all wire
connections. (Connectors are not included with fixture.)
Strip and prepare wire ends according to instructions
supplied with connectors.

Connect White Supply Wire from the Outlet Box to White
Wire from fixture.

. Connect Black (or Red) Supply Wire from the Outlet Box
to Black Wire from fixture.

. Connect Ground Wire from the Outlet Box to Ground
Wire from fixture.

. Twist connectors until wires are tightly joined together.
Wrap each connection with approved electrical tape and
carefully stuff all the connected wires into the Outlet Box.

STEP 8 - Install Bulb Figure 9

A. This fixture uses CFL Spring Self-ballasted bulb with GU

24 base. Maximum 13 watts.

B. Install the Lamp into the Socket Base by aligning the pins
on the Lamp with the keyholesin the Socket Base. Once
they are aligned, gently push the Lamp into the keyholes
and twist the Lamp to lock itin place.

STEP 9 - Photocell Switch Cover Figure 10

A. APhotocell Switch Cover is provided in the case that
your lightrequires additional shielding from the fixture
lightin order to operate correctly.

Locate the Photocell Switch on your fixture and simply
push the Photocell Cover onto the Photocell Switch. Be
sure to orient the cover so that the cover is blocking the

light from the fixture.

STEP 10 - Apply Silicone Sealer to Mounting Figure 11

Balls

A. To prevent moisture from entering the wire
compartment, apply a small amount of silicone sealer
(notincluded) to the threaded side of the mounting
balls (E) and then install them onto the mounting
screws (B). Wipe off excess caulk.

STEP 11 - Apply Silicone Sealer to Backplate

A. Make sure exterior wall surface and fixture backplate
are free of dirt before applying caulk. Using exterior
grade caulk, start on one side of fixture backplate and
follow contour, where the fixture backplate meets the
exterior wall surface upward. Proceed to caulk over top
of backplate and down other side. Do not caulk bottom
of fixture backplate to ensure proper moisture
drainage.
