Step 1

Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.

Step 2

Wooden dowel

Place the Bed (A) facedown, onto a clean, soft surface to avoid any scratches or
damages to the product.

Attached Leg (B) with pre-fixed wooden dowel to the Bed (A) as shown in picture above.
Then affix them by using Bolt () and Allen Key (®).

DO NOT FULLY TIGHTHEN THE BOLTS

Note: Pre-fixed wooden dowel is put at outside hole

Repeat the same process as Step 2 to affix 3 remaining Legs (B) with the Bed (A).
DO NOT FULLY TIGHTHEN THE BOLTS

Turn the Dogbed right side up, check for wobbles

Proceed to tighten all the bolts sequentially.

Inspect the Dogbed and make sure all parts are connected.

Place the Cushion (C) onto the Bed (A) as shown in picture.

Your Dogbed is ready for use.
