Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play
with the appliance.
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Always turn off and unplug the appliance before attempting to
move and when not in use.

Do not use the heater unless the feet are attached correctly.
Do not use the heater in the immediate surroundings of a bath,
shower or swimming pool.

Do not reach for an appliance that has fallen into water. Switch
off at supply and unplug immediately.

Never place the heater where it may fall into water, or stand on
a damp floor.

Do not cover or obstruct any of the heat outlet grilles of the
heater.

Do not place the heater on carpets with a deep pile.

Always ensure that the heater is placed on a firm flat surface.
Always operate upright.

It is normal for the appliance to make ‘cracking’ noises when it is
heating up and cooling down.

Never leave the appliance unattended whilst in use.

This appliance heats up when in use.To avoid burns, do not let
bare skin touch the hot surface. Switch off and let the appliance
cool before moving or touching.

Ensure that the heater is not positioned close to curtains or
furniture as this may create a fire hazard. Place at least 50cm
away from furniture and other objects.

Do not place the heater in front of, or immediately below a wall
socket.

Do not insert any objects through the heat outlet grilles.

Do not use the heater in areas where flammable liquids are
stored or flammable fumes may be present.

To protect against fire, electric shock or injury do not immerse
the heater, power cord or plug in water or any other liquid.

Do not twist, kink or wrap the cord around the appliance, this
may cause the insulation to weaken and split.

Do not run the cord under carpeting, rugs or runners.Arrange
cord away from traffic so that it will not be tripped over.
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* The use of an extension cord with this appliance is not
recommended.

* Do not operate with the cord coiled as a build-up of heat could
be sufficient to become a hazard.

* Do not place the appliance close to a radiant heat source.

* Do not store the appliance while it is still hot.

* Do not remove plug from power socket by pulling the power
cord. Always grip the plug.

* Do not remove the plug socket until the appliance is switched
off.

* Do not use the appliance to dry clothes.

* Do not operate appliance with wet hands.

* The most common cause of overheating is deposits of dust or
fluff in the appliance. Ensure these deposits are removed regularly
by unplugging the appliance and vacuum cleaning the grilles.

* Use this appliance only as described in the manual. Any other use
is not recommended by the manufacturer and may cause fire,
electric shock or injury.

* Do not use this heater with a programmer, timer or any other
device that switches the heater on automatically.

* There are no user serviceable parts inside and the casing should
not be opened by anyone other than a qualified electrician.

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ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

You will need to assemble the body frame and the base plate together:

¢ Remove both the securing nuts from the base plate.

* Insert the power cord through the hole in the middle of the base plate.

*  Secure the base plate up to the body frame.

*  Secure with the two securing nuts previously removed.

*  Fix the power cord in place by slotting it into the designated clips.
Important: When the appliance is in use, it should always be kept vertical
(handle should be at the top.) Putting the appliance in any other position could
be dangerous and cause a potential fire hazard.

Location of the Appliance

*  The appliance should be positioned where you most need the warmth.

* Do not locate the appliance under a fixed power point.

*  Always ensure that the appliance is placed at least 50cm away from furniture,
curtains, walls etc.

* Do not locate the appliance on a deep pile carpet.This could cause the
appliance to be unstable and cause the Tip Over Safety Switch to operate.

Plugging in the Appliance

Before plugging the appliance into the mains, ensure that your supply voltage

is the same as what is shown on the rating plate of the appliance.Try to avoid
contact between the heater and clothes, household linen, furniture, inflammable
material and the power socket.

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

I. Insert the plug into a suitable socket ensuring the lead is neither near the
heat source nor a tripping hazard.

2. Select the number of halogen elements required, I, 2 or 3, by pressing the
buttons located at the top of the heater.

3. The buttons operate the top, middle and lower elements.

4. To make the heater oscillate press the turn button.

5. To make the heater stop oscillating press the turn button again.

Note: When first used, or after being stored for a long period, smoke may be

emitted for a short while. This is normal.
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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Before attempting any cleaning or maintenance of the appliance, allow it to cool
completely and ensure that the plug is removed from the power supply.

To clean the appliance, use a soft damp cloth without any abrasives or detergents
on. If the heater is not going to be used for a long period of time, store the
heater in a dry place. Storing the heater in a damp environment could cause

the heater to rust and/or will effect the electronics in the heater which is not
covered by your guarantee.

Do not allow for any water to enter the heater.You can use a vacuum cleaner to
remove dust from the grille.

Storing the Heater

When the heater is not used for long periods of time, it should be protected
from dust and stored in a clean dry place.The original packaging box can be
saved and used to store the heater away.
