ASSEMBLY AND SET-UP:
e Ensure poweris switched off at mains control unit [consumer unitor ‘fuse-box’] (DIA. 1)
e Unscrew the two side screws to remove bracket from the ceiling plate (DIA. 2).

e Use mounting bracketastemplate to mark holes, Drill suitable holes into the ceiling joist, ensuring that they align with the holesin the
bracket and screw the bracketonto the ceiling using suitable screws (DIA.3)

e Make electrical connections, taking note now of the pointbelow. Please note the image shownin DIA.4 is only a general guide and may
not relate to your application. There are many variations in domestic wiring so if you are unsure seek assistance.

e Insertthe bulb(s)into the lamp holder(s) — using the bulb type & wattage as stated on the lamp holder & fit the decorative shades.

e  Switch ON at mains control unit [consumer unitor ‘fuse-box’] (DIA. 6)
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
