Step 3: Attach the back support (7) and front support (8) to the base panel (14) using hardware parts C, D
and E with a small mallet and a screwdriver (not provided).
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Step 4: Attach the shelf (2) using hardware parts C, D and K with a screwdriver (not provided).
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.

Step 5: Attach the shelf divider (6) and the top panel (1) using hardware parts C and D with a screwdriver

(not provided).
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Step 6: Attach the bottom plinths (10) to the right panel (5).

DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Step 7: Join the assembled inner frame section to the assembled side frame section using hardware parts C

and D with a screwdriver (not provided).

DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Step 8: Position the hanging rail (18) and attach the left panel (4) using hardware parts C and D with a

screwdriver (not provided).
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Step 9: Position the back panels (13) and attach the bottom runner (17) using hardware part Tand a

screwdriver (not provided).
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
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Step 10: Secure the back panels (13) using hardware parts | and L with a small mallet (not provided). Attach
the top plinth (3) using hardware part P with a screwdriver (not provided).
DO NOT use any power tools as this may damage the frame and will invalidate any claim.
