Attach Right Side Panel(D) to the Top Tray(A) through the pipe into the wooden

block using Bolt(②) and Washer(③) with Allen Key(④).

Repeat the same process to attach Left Side Panel(C).

Do not fully tighten the Bolts.

Place the Left Side Panel(C) and Right Side Panel(D) facedown on a clean non-

marring surface.

With assistance from an adult partner, align the mounting positions on Top

Tray(A) with Left Side Panel(C) and Right Side Panel(D).

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Step 3

Step 4

Attach Tray(A) to Right Side Panel(D) using Bolts(①) and Washers(③) with

Allen Key(④) as pictured above.

Repeat the same process to attach Left Side Panel(C).

Do not fully tighten the Bolts.

With assistance from your adult partners, place the Bottom Tray(B) facedown

and align the mountings positions on Left Side Panel(C) and Right Side

Panel(D).

Repeat the same process from Step 2 and Step 3 to attach Bottom Tray(B).

Now fully tighten all Bolts at all joints in a sequential manner.

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Step 5

Stand the Trolley up.

Your Trolley is now ready for use.

This Trolley can only be used on a flat, level surface.

Note: The wheels on the Right Side Panel(D) can be braked by pushing

down on the Levers.
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
