Put a 1/4*
washer on a 2-1/2" bolt and turn into the hole with the 7/1 socket. (Do not

Step 4 Now push the bottom of the back assemb up against the seat slats. Take the 2-1/2"
screws and insert them into the predrilled holes on the bottom back strip.
Using the screwgun turn them into the seat assembly. Screws are self drilling,
