HOW TO ADJUST THE FLOW

® Always isolate the electrical mains supply before touching or adjusting the pump.

® The pump flow can be adjusted with the regulator, this is found on the inlet of the
pump.

e Adjustments up to 30%. Turn clockwise for full flow / anti-clock-wise for reduced
flow.
