It can only be used for 
enclosed spaces, any other use will be deemed to be inconsistent with normal 
use.
The company shall not be liable for abnormal use.

Persons (including children) with physical, sensory, or mental impairments or 
lack of experience and common sense must be supervised in the use of the 
product and children should not play with the product.

Cold water for this appliance should be connected from the main water supply.
Use the new hose assembly supplied with the appliance. The old hose 
assembly cannot be reused.

Make sure the power cord is not damaged. If the power cord is 
damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, a�er service 
department, or an expert for replacement.

1.5 Ba�ery use
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The water inlet pressure of this product is: 11psi-108psi.
Fixed wiring must be equipped with a tac�le switch in accordance with the 
wiring rules, providing a full-stage disconnec�on under over voltage class III 
condi�ons.
The specifica�on of the power supply cord for fixed wiring is 1-2mm ² 
(17-14AWG) nominal cross-sec�onal area of the conductor.
Make sure that the ground terminal of the power supply wire is 10mm (3/8") 
longer than the fire (L) and zero (N) wires.
Make sure that the ground end of the electrical junc�on box is secured to the 
wall before installing the product.
If this product is moved from a loca�on with a lower temperature to a loca�on 
with a higher temperature, condensa�on moisture may occur. In this case, 
turn off the unit for several hours.
Do not inten�onally soil, spray or clog the cleaning jets.
Do not flush newspapers, diapers, sanitary napkins, or other items that tend to 
clog the product.
Maintenance work must be carried out by a relevant professional.

2.4 Important note for installa�on

This installa�on instruc�on is used to guide the correct installa�on of the smart toilet. 
Please read it carefully before installa�on.

This smart toilet device and related water pipes can only be installed by qualified 
plumbers. Electrical installa�on can be performed only by qualified electricians.

* If the power cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer's 
maintenance personnel or professionals.
* Appliance must be properly grounded.
* The fixed wiring shall be equipped with an�-shock switch according to the wiring 
rules and provide over voltage level III with full pole disconnec�on.
* The power line for fixed wiring is of a nominal cross-sec�onal area of 1-2.5 square 
mm.
* Determine that the ground end of the power supply line is 10 mm longer than the fire 
line (L) and zero line (N).

* Be sure to comply with your country's standards and local installa�on regula�ons.

* All  length  units  in this  installa�on  instruc�on are millimetre ( mm) .
* This product should be permanently connected to the water pipe. Do not remove 
the water pipe assembly except for installa�on and maintenance.

Install the 120V (greater than 15A) socket 
more than 300mm from the ground.
2. Install the socket in a place where water 
will not easily splash into it.
3. Use a grounded outlet.
4. Insert the product's power plug into
 the socket.

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Press the flush bu�on on the le� side of 
toilet to see if it flushes normally.

The seat sensor area has been labelled on 
the seat. The func�ons of intelligent toilet 
will only ac�vate when someone is si�ng 
on the seat.

Sit on the toilet and press the rear wash 
bo�on to see whether the nozzle extends 
and start working. Press the power bu�on 
to close washing func�on.

Confirm that the power plug has been 
plugged in �ghtly inserted, the plug 
indicator light indicates that it has been 
energized. If the indicator is not lit, you 
can press the plug ‘reset’ bu�on to 
power up.

Place 
the foam agent filling funnel on the liquid filling port. 4. Pour the 
special foaming agent into the liquid filling port un�l the foaming 
agent is visible and overflows to the water cover. 5. Reset the lid of 
the liquid filling port. 6. Then long press the remote control "foam 
shield" bu�on 3 seconds, you will hear a beep sound. At this �me, 
toilet will be replenished with liquid, and foam once a�er 
replenishment is completed. 7. Automa�c foaming: under the 
state of leaving the seat, press the "stop" bu�on and "foam shield" 
bu�on on the remote control at the same �me. If you hear a beep 
sound which means automa�c foaming func�on is opened. If you 
hear two beep sounds which means automa�c foaming func�on is 
closed. 
Note:  In order to achieve the best foaming effect, foaming agent 
specialized for toilet is recommended. If it is unavailable, you can 
only fill the neutral dish-washing liquid. Do not use toilet cleaners, 
chlorine cleaners, lemon-based cleaners, gel cleaners, dishwasher 
detergents or mix mul�ple types of cleaners. If foam is spilled 
during refilling, wipe up immediately with clean water.

Try to operate the remote control, if the indicator light of the remote control lights up 
with the keys, that means the ba�ery is installed successfully. If the remote control 
does not work, please check if the ba�eries are charged and installed correctly. If the 
ba�eries are used up, you can reinstall new ba�eries in the above way.
To prevent the ba�ery from breaking or leaking, be sure to observe the “Precau�ons 
for Use”. (in page 4)

3.2 Opera�on instruc�ons of toilet side bu�ons    

A�er power on, the system will self-test, and the self-test will be completed a�er 
about 20 seconds.
If the code matching is unsuccessful, the indicator light of the remote control will go 
out automa�cally a�er 30 seconds, you can try again with the above steps.
If s�ll unsuccessful, please contact the customer service.

2. Power on the toilet, 
you will hear a long 
sound, which means 
the code is 
successfully matched.

Seat temperature adjustment/Nightlight: Short press "     " to adjust the 
temperature of seat. The temperature of seat is divided into 5 levels and room 
temperature, cycling in turn, the highest is the 5th level. Long press "      " to turn 
on or turn off the nightlight.

Rear wash/Lady wash: When people is si�ng on the seat, short press this bu�on 
to start rear wash, press it again to switch from fix wash to mobile wash. Long 
press this bu�on to start lady wash, press it again to switch from fix wash to 
mobile wash. The washing process will stop automa�cally a�er 3 minutes. Or 
press the "    " side bu�on or  "    " bu�on on remote control to stop the current 
work.

Power bu�on: Short press to stop the func�on of rear wash/lady wash/drying 
etc; Long press to enter the standby mode, short press to exit.

Flush: Short press this key to execute full flush, long press this key for half flush.

3.3 Opera�on instruc�on of remote control

Operated the remote control, it can control rear wash, lady wash, drying and 
flushing, Including posi�on, water volume, air temperature, water temperature, 
seat temperature se�ng and other func�ons. Pressing the corresponding bu�ons 
on the remote control can s�mulate the corresponding func�ons. Each �me you 
operate the bu�on indicator light will flash once.
In any case, stop is the key with the highest priority response. If the remote control 
is not available, please check whether it has been code-matching or if there is a  
ba�ery power problem.

※Press the "    " bu�on and "     " bu�on at 
the same �me to turn on/off the automa�c 
foaming func�on.
